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Challenge/Task:

Imagine that your group is a company that was asked to do a big campaign informing the society about the problem of computer waste.

Research the topic of computer waste into detail and decide on the ways your company is going to make the campaign. You should have at least four different products for the campaign – from flyers/posters etc. through a web-site to a short documentary movie. Four desktop-published products will not be enough (eg.: brochure, flyer, poster and booklet) – the products have to differ in the form of creation (the usage of skills and software). When you have your decision, divide your work in the group; plan the steps and meetings of the group (you should have at least three meeting of your group to check how everybody is working on the project). You can decide that one person will work on one of the products or that you will work on each product together (then you have to specify what will be each member’s tasks). Don’t forget that not only your creativity, your process journal and you skill with creating the products will be graded, but also the contents – how you approached the topic and how you can explain the dangers and possible solutions in your campaign.
